In early May, Nikolai Korchunov, a senior Russian official on the Arctic
Council, warned against North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) expansion into the Nordic countries. He
explained that the accession of Sweden and Finland to the intergovernmental military alliance would lead to

certain “adjustments” in Arctic cooperation.
